People sometimes ask why we still celebrate harvest  
every year at Tabernacle.  After all, we no longer 
grow our own food very often, we are not involved i n 
the gathering in of the crops, and our livelihoods 
don’t rely on a good harvest.  Surely this is an ou t of 
date service that is no longer relevant to our mode rn, 
21st century lives? 

However in the modern world, 
where we are so divorced from the 
land and from agriculture, it is 
easy to forget that Harvest is first 
and foremost about thanking God 
for ALL his provision and love.  
Whether we work on the land, 
work in an office or work in the 
home, we still rely on God for all 
good things… indeed we rely on 
God for our very next breath, let 
alone our next meal! 

In addition to this, although we 
may not grow our own food, we 
are very reliant on those who do.  
Every morsel we eat and every 
drop we drink was produced by 
someone, and we should be 
grateful for them.  Certainly if there 
is a bad crop or harvest, we notice 
it very soon in the prices being 
charged at the supermarkets! 

Once again this year there will be 
2 beneficiaries of our Harvest 
celebrations; Tearfund’s “Turn It 
Up” appeal & Pharaoh's Pantry. 

Billions of people all over the world 
are speaking. They are calling for 
change, for release from poverty 
and an end to injustice and 
oppression. But the noise of the 
rich and the powerful is drowning 
them out. ‘Turn it up’ is about 
amplifying the whispers of people 
in poverty to those in power. It's 
about their voice, and your 
volume. Because together, the 
roar of the global church can bring 
about change. For Harvest this 
year Tearfund invite us to ‘turn it 
up’ and hear the voices of those 

around the world calling for 
change.  The morning service at 
Tabs is followed by a soup lunch 
where you will be invited to 
donate ridiculous amounts of 
money for a bowl of soup and a 
piece of bread. All money raised 
from the lunch will be donated to 
the Tearfund Harvest appeal 
2009. 

Pharaoh's Pantry began at Tabs 
last year and is simply a 
communal food store. Over the 
last year it has mostly been 
accessed by Home Access 
clients who for one reason or 
another don’t have enough 
money to buy food.  Sometimes 
clients are forced to make a 
choice between paying their bills 
or eating, and more than once 
the food from Pharaoh's Pantry 
has enabled them to  keep their 
tenancy going through a period of 
financial crisis.  This means we 
not only help to feed them, but 
keep them housed as well.   
However, the cupboard is now 
nearly bare, and we need to 
stock it up again. Would you 
please consider bringing some of 
the following items as your 
Harvest gift this year?   

Tins of soup, baked beans, ravioli 
spaghetti, potatoes, carrots, 
peas, mixed vegetables, mince in 
gravy, stewed chicken, curry etc.  
Small packs of tea bags or jars of 
coffee.  Cartons of long life milk, 
breakfast cereals, small packets 
of dried pasta, long grain rice, 
jars of pasta sauce etc. 



The very last thing that Jesus 
spoke to his disciples about 
before he ascended to 
heaven was mission. It is 
recorded for us in the 
Gospels as what has become 
known as the Great 
Commission: “All authority 
in heaven and on earth has 
been given to me. Therefore 
go and make disciples of all 
nations, baptising them in 
the name of the Father and 
of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit, and teaching them to 
obey everything I have 
commanded you.” 

These instructions were of such 
massive importance to Jesus, that 
he wanted them to be his last 
words on earth before he 
ascended back to heaven. He 
wanted to ensure that the 
disciples understood how 
important evangelism and 
mission was, and that they would 
take seriously his call to ‘go.’  
The Jewish faith that the disciples 
had been brought up in was not a 
missionary religion, and so this 
major change in direction for 
them needed a special emphasis.  
Jesus himself had told us that the 
very reason he had come to earth 
in the first place was to ‘seek and 
save the lost’ (Luke 19:10), and 
now he was passing on that 
mission to those first disciples.  
This was a task that Jesus 
expected the Church to continue 
until his return, which is why he 

added the promise “and I will 
always be with you until the very 
end of the age”.  Just like those 
first disciples, Tabs is called to 
‘Go!’ 

At the Church Meeting in 
October we heard about a number 
of mission opportunities that we 
can be involved in at home and 
abroad.  Naomi and Steve 
Roberts reported on the work of 
the ‘International Cafe, Penarth’ 
and invited us to become 
involved in this project. (Go to 
www.cafeinternational.org.uk for 
more information).  Jeanette 
Minns also reported on the work 
of Tim and Jackie Latham in 
Uganda and other worldwide 
projects we can support. 

The meeting then turned to 
thinking about mission here in 
Penarth.  Pastor Roger floated the 
idea of holding a ‘tent mission’ 
during the summer of 2010, 
possibly to coincide with the 
Penarth Festival.  He has 
contacted the council to ask if we 
could put up a large marquee on 
the cliff top or at the Kymin and 
hold a series of evangelistic and 
community events there over the 
final weekend of the Festival.  
We are still awaiting a reply from 
the council, but he challenged us 
to ‘think big and dream dreams’ 
about what we might do if they 
said ‘yes’, and what alternatives 
we might explore if the answer 
was ‘no’. 

The church meeting broke into 
small groups to pray and come up 
with ideas for evangelistic events: 

Each issue of The Tablet will look at one issue 
that has been discussed at a recent Church 
Meeting and explain some of the background.  
Our hope is that you will use this as a guide for 
prayer, but also that you might be encouraged to 
attend future Church Meetings.  The matters we 
deal with are sometimes mundane, sometimes 

routine, but sometimes of incredible importance to our Christian life together.  This 
issue we consider our response, as a church, to God’s Command to go ... 

Songs of Praise or a Sankey 
evening, a cliff top ‘Sanctuary’ 
event (see page 3 of this edition 
of the Tablet), a Tea Dance, soft 
play for children, art exhibitions, 
a men’s breakfast, a coffee shop 
and Christian bookshop, music 
workshop and church life 
exhibition were just some of the 
ideas that people came up with.  
There was a real excitement in 
the meeting as we began to 
imagine what might be, and it 
was agreed that we would start 
making moves to put some of 
these plans into action.  We 
discovered that one member is 
married to a professional events 
manager and organiser who can 
guide us in the practicalities of 
such a venture, and we heard that 
in terms of finances this may be 
the right time to undertake such a 
project. 

Of course there will be major 
hurdles to overcome: we need to 
work together with as many other 
churches as possible; the 
financial cost will be significant; 
the amount of organising for such 
a project will be huge; we would 
need to provide adequate security 
at the tent during the night; local 
people might object!  But we 
were reminded that our God is 
the God of the impossible.  If this 
is truly his calling to us, then we 
need not worry about what 
problems might be ahead but 
rather focus on what God is 
telling us to do.  After all, he has 
promised to be with us and never 
leave us until the very end of the 
age! 

The Sanctuary 
‘To worship is to change’ 

We were created to worship God, to 
give our lives as a sacrifice to him 
and come before him with our 
praise, adoration, petitions and 
thanksgiving.  

About a year ago a group of us felt 
that God was calling us to create a 
time and space to encounter God in a 
fresh and creative way. 
After spending time in 
prayer and worship the 
concept of the ‘Sanctuary’ 
came about. We wanted a 
contemporary worship 
service where we could 
have an extended time of 
worship and expressive prayer.  

The first ‘Sanctuary’ event happened 
back in April and it was a privilege 
to see so many, not only from tabs, 
but around South Wales, join 
together to worship and look at the 
theme of the wonder of God. As a 
team we were so excited to see God 
moving in this new way and were 

encouraged by the response from 
those that came.  

At the second event a couple of 
weeks ago we asked the question 
‘Who do you say Jesus is?’ We were 
joined by Dai Hankey, who shared 
his testimony and spoke from the 
passage in Mark 8. Like in the first 
event, people encountered God 
through the worship and the 
challenges that were brought 

through the word shared. 
We were encouraged as a 
team to see people 
coming back and bringing 
their friends with them.  

God has blessed us 
immensely so far and we 

long to stay at the centre of his will. 
We want to give God the total praise 
and glory and we would ask that you 
join us as we pray and seek God’s 
will for the ‘Sanctuary’ events that 
we hope to hold in 2010. 

So with that in mind the next 
‘Sanctuary’ event is on 7th February 
2010. We can’t wait to see what God 
has got in store for us and see how
