A warning from history 

WORLD  
WIDE WEB 

Government figures show 
that as little as 10 years ago, 
at the turn of the Millennium, 
only 25% of people were 
connected to the internet.  
Now, in the year 2010 that 
figure is over 85%.  Some of 
us might wonder how we 
managed to survive without 
the wonders of the World 
Wide Web! 

Christmas shopping, buying 
books, arranging flights and 
holidays and looking for a church 
on the internet are everyday 
experiences for many people 
nowadays.  Almost every visitor 
who now comes to Tabernacle will 
have checked us out on the 
internet first to find out what sort 
of church we are, where we meet 
and at what time, or what sort of 
facilities we offer for their 
children.  This is why the church 
web site is so important to our 
ministry here at Tabs.   

About 18 months ago the church 
launched a new web site.  The site 
we had before ad served us well 
for nearly a decade but was 
beginning to show its age.  As a 
result Tom Eales designed a brand 
new site for us.  It was clean and 
modern looking and was updated 
weekly to inform visitors and 
members alike about what was 
going on here.  Another new and 
hugely popular feature of that site 
was the ability to download and 
listen to sermons each week.   

However, good as the site was it 

required specialist software to 
update it and over time we found 
i t  di f f icult  to maintain.  
Formatting errors began to creep 
into the layout and changing 
something like the Leadership 
page after the AGM was difficult 
and time consuming.   

As a result Will Roberts and 
Richard Frost got together over 
the Christmas period and 
designed a brand new layout for 
the site.  It is now easy to 
maintain from any computer in 
the world without the need for 
s p e c i a l i s t  s o f t w a r e  o r 
programming skills.  Where the 
old site had only seven pages, the 
new site now has over 50.  On the 
old site we had a limited amount 
of space for sermon downloads 
and publications such as the 
newsletter and The Tablet.  On 
the new site we can keep an 
archive of all such publications 
along with documents such as our 
constitution, child protection 
policy, study group material and 
marriage guidelines.  A password 
–protected members area gives 
access to extra resources just for 
members (such as updates on the 
prayer chain and minutes of the 
church meetings). Any group or 
meeting in the church now has 
the opportunity to add their own 
page detailing their activities. 

Regular updates mean that the 
site will be kept fresh and 
interesting so why not visit 
www.tabspenarth.org.uk today 
and find out what all the 
excitement is about? 



Sometimes  old ideas are the 
best ideas!  Methods and 
practices developed years 
ago by former generations 
have the advantage that they 
are tried and tested, and if 
they have stood the test of 
time, why not continue to use 
them?  In the past a 
m a in s t a y  o f  c h u r c h 
evangelism was a tent 
mission: put up a big top or 
marquee, hold services and 
special events that are 
attractive to visitors, and 
then use the opportunity to 
share the gospel.  When the 
idea of Tabs holding a tent 
mission was first mooted at a 
church meet ing ,  Les 
Richards told us we had 
done it before… in 1936!  
Maybe it is time to give a 
tent mission another go. 

Following the October Church 
Meeting where we first discussed 
the idea of holding a tent mission 
in the summer of 2010 as part of 
the Penarth festival celebrations, 
Pastor Roger and Gemma 
Humphreys went to meet with the 
council.  They shared with the 
officer responsible for the festival 
the vision for holding a series of 
community and evangelistic events 
in a big top on the cliff top, and 
outlined the sort of thing that 
might go on in the tent.  To their 
joy, they were told to go ahead and 
start making more concrete plans.  
Penarth Council not only gave 

permission for the tent, but also 
said they would do what they 
could to support the venture with 
practical help (such as refuse 
collection), and advertising.   

The next stage was to meet with 
the leader from Immanuel who has 
been responsible over the last 
couple of years for organising the 
cliff top event, and tell him what 
our plans were.  He also gave his 
blessing to the scheme, and said he 
was glad o f our  deeper 

involvement in this year’s event. 

Planning for the summer tent 
mission received a boost in 
January when one of our members, 
Sarah Mayer, volunteered one day 
a week to work in the office.  
When asked if she would look 
after the organising of practical 
matters around arranging such a  
complicated venture as a tent 
mission, she immediately set about 
it with enthusiasm.  Within hours, 
spread sheets, to do lists, telephone 
contact lists and the names of 
potential suppliers started to 
emerge from the Church office as 
Sarah began turning the vision into 
a reality. 

By last week’s church meeting 
(25th January) we were in a

position to start asking members 
for their commitment to practical 
help for the mission.  We need 
people to run the various activities 
that we hope to see in the tent from 
children’s work to art exhibitions, 
from ministry fairs to worship 
services, from the traditional to the 
contemporary.  There is a long list 
of jobs which need filling if this 
venture is to be a success, so the 
church meeting was asked to start 
praying, and find out what each 
individual might do.

Each person present at the Church 
Meeting was given a sign up sheet 
which outlined all the ideas that 
had been put forward at the first 
church meeting when we discussed 
the tent mission. They were then 
asked to complete the form and 
indicate which of the projects they 
could help with.  Over the next 
couple of weeks copies of that 
form will be available at the back 
of church, along with a display 
outlining the areas of ministry 
available.  We ask every single 
member to enquire of the Lord as 
to what their role is in the mission.  
The range of jobs that will need 
doing is huge, so please get 
involved today.  This is not 
something that can be left to the 
staff or leadership of the church.  
As the body of Christ in this place 
every single person will need to be 
fulfilling their role to the best of 
their ability.  Together we can turn 
this vision into reality!
